Signage

e Covid 19 signage is displayed throughout the school building
Hygiene

e Hand sanitisers are at each entrance to the school building.
e Hand sanitisers are at entrance to each classroom, SET rooms and offices.
e Soap dispensers and hand driers are installed in bathrooms
e CO2 monitors have been ordered and will be installed in September 2021

Classroom layout

e Classrooms are arranged in groups of tables (pods)

e Teachers are asked to give consideration to the children within each pod as it will not
be possible to change the make-up of these pods for a period of time.

e Pods are approx. 1 metre from each other and 2 metres from teacher. A work space
has been designated for each SNA.

e Excess furniture has been removed from classrooms. Teachers will have access to
this furniture.

e Furniture is stored in various locations throughout the school.

e Teachers are asked to clear away any excess material to ensure adequate space is
available for social distancing.

e Excess furniture has been removed from SET rooms.

e Set rooms to be organised with social distancing criteria in mind.

Class organisation

e Teachers are asked to organise pupils’ learning materials in such a way that each
class pod has access to their own materials. This will means re-organising how
materials are stored.

e Teachers are asked to have a “wait box” into which reading books are placed after
being collected so that books are disinfected.

e Art materials will need to have children’s names, similarly with materials such as
marla.

e Further discussion will take place regarding class organisation amongst teachers.

Staff organisation

e Staff are organised in smaller groups- SET teacher, class teacher and SNA if
appropriate. Staff are asked to stay within this small group and limit contact with
other staff. Set teacher will support class teacher in relation to cover for break and
lunch supervision.

e A2 metre distance must be maintained between staff. Face covering should be used
if 2 metre distance cannot be maintained.
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Staffroom -A max of 5/6 people at any one time in the staffroom. Staff are asked to
bring in own utensils and are responsible for washing same.

Staff are asked to wipe down any touch areas in staff room after use with
wipes/disinfectant.

All classrooms are provided with cleaning materials for staff to keep their own work
areas clean. Please do not remove these materials from the room. Sanitiser and face
masks will be available to each staff member.

Common areas out of bounds

Yard/Break

Yards will continue to be temporarily subdivided in to play zones for each class
group.

Arrangement for children coming into school

Separate entrance points in both buildings - Front Hall, Back door, side doors to
various classrooms. It is imperative that parents do not congregate at these areas.
There will be staggered start and finish times. Children travelling home from school
by bus will leave at 2.50pm, children walking home or meeting parents/guardians in
the village will leave at 2.55pm and children being collected from the Church car
park will leave at 3pm.

School staff will be available to support children entering the school. Teachers must
be available to accept their pupils immediately as there will be no lining up. Children
will enter as soon as they arrive at the allocated time.

SNAs and SET teachers available from 9am to escort/direct children to classes.
Children to hand sanitise before entering the school.

Suggested staggered entry and exit.

Movement within the school

Pupils are to follow directional arrows.

Congregation of children on corridors to be discouraged, children encouraged to
pass quickly, keeping to the left hand side where possible.

Teachers who use communal bathrooms are asked to timetable trips to bathroom.
Disinfectant cleaning will take place during the day of high frequency touch points.

Cleaning of toys/equipment prior to opening.

SNA Staff may be asked to assist in clearing, cleaning of toys and equipment
